Presidentôs Tip – The aperture or f -stop : There are a lot of complicated details I could 

explain about the aperture setting on a camera but this usually just confuses people. All you really 
need to know is, the bigger the number, the more things will be in focus; the smaller the number, 
the less things will be in focus. So, if I’m taking a picture of a friend standing in front of a distant 
mountain with a small f-stop of f/2.8, I can focus on my friend but the mountain will be blurry, or I 
can focus on the mountain and my friend will be blurry. If I boost the aperture setting to a big num-
ber, like f/16 then I can focus on my friend and the mountain will also be in focus. Big number = 
big area of focus (technically called ―depth of field‖).  

Meetings are held on the 2nd and 4th Thursday of each month from September to May (except December 
when there is only one meeting on the 2nd Thursday).

You Must be Member Before You can Register for a Competition 
Before you can register for the first competition in September, you must purchase your membership.

Large Print Minimum Size 
The minimum size for Large Colour print has been increased to 108 square inches (9 x 12) to avoid 
confusion with the maximum size in the Medium Colour Prints which is 96 square inches (8 x 12). 
 
Small Format Print  
Wording re "manipulation" has been lifted. 
 
Annual Competition Print Entries  
The minimum print size will be 5 x 7 and the maximum will be 8 x 12. This will make it easier to 
display the prints on the easels.
