Mini Workshops Presentation Schedule 2009/10  

October 2009 Presidentôs Message 
By Scott Henderson 
 

October can be an extremely rewarding time for photography. At this time of year, Edmon-

ton is draped in greens and golds as the trees drop their leaves and prepare for winter. Itôs 

a fantastic time to do landscape photography. You can catch sunrises and sunsets without 

getting up at 4am, or staying up to 11pm. The changing weather often brings dramatic 

skies that can turn a good composition into a great photograph. The crops dry out and are 

harvested.  Everything suggests a mood of agedness and decay. Unfortunately, one good 

windstorm can bring down all those fall colours, so make a point of getting out there when-

ever the opportunity presents itself.  Tomorrow the trees could all be bare! 

Halloween is a  great topic for October photography. There are a few classic shots you 

can aim for such as kids trick or treating at the door, or kids surrounded by candy on the 

living room floor. But there are some fun shots to try out as well. I bet youôve never photo-

graphed a ghost! With digital photography and a bit of software manipulation or making 

multiple film exposures, you can have a lot of fun trying to make a ghost photo. This can 

be a fun activity to involve your kids or grandkids! Using painting with light  is a great tech-

nique for this type of shot. So have fun, experiment, and create some awesome images 

this October! 

Presidentôs Tip ï Painting with Light: Weôre all used to shooting in daylight situations 

where, in a fraction of a second, our camera captures just the right amount of light to cre-

ate an image of the world around it. When shooting outside in the daytime, you donôt have 

a lot of control over your lighting. You can seek out shade, use reflectors, or if youôre really 

advanced, you can use strobes, but typically youôre stuck with what nature provides. 

Shooting in the dark, however, opens up a lot of creative opportunities. By putting your 

camera on a tripod in a dark setting, you can take a long exposure (say 1 minute), and run 

through that exposure with a flashlight selectively lighting up things that you want lit, and 

leaving things dark that you want dark. For example, you could run to one part of a scene 

with your flashlight off, then briefly blink it on your face to create an image of a face float-

ing at that spot. Then you could run to another spot and blink the flashlight on your body 

to put your body elsewhere. Once your exposure is done, if youôre shooting digital you can 

check your shot, and if things are overexposed, you can close up your aperture (to say, 

f/16), and try again. It can take a bit of experimentation, but the results can be stunning! 

Try it indoors for a spooky interior shot, or outdoors for dramatic, surreal landscapes!
