Time to take what 
weôve learned, and keep shooting! Sometime between now and September, there is bound to be at 
least a few days where mittens arenôt required and photography can be done with ease, so be 
prepared and donôt miss them! 

 

Looking to buy some new gear over the summer? Donôt forget to mention your membership in the 
IACC! Many photo dealers here in Edmonton will provide you with a discount simply by telling them 
youôre in the IACC. 

 

Summer is typically when most of us go on a family vacation, but great photography requires time, 
and our families often donôt want to wait 20 minutes while we try for that perfect shot (can you blame 
them?) So how do you manage to do some serious photography with the family in tow? Here are a 
few ideas: 

 

1. Get up early! Some of my best shots are from going out before dawn to catch the sunrise, all 
while my family blissfully sleeps back at camp.  When the ñgolden hourò is over, I head back 
to camp, and nap in the car for an hour before everyone wakes up. 

 

2. Get your family involved! As the twilight starts to fade, setup your camera on a tripod, hand 
out flashlights, and do some painting with light experiments using long exposures!  

 

3. Stay up late: Wait until everyone else has gone to sleep, then head out for some late night 
shots. These can include painting with light, flash photography, star trails, moonlit scenes, 
night skylines, and more!

Theyôll be more patient of your 
hobby if theyôre not waiting for you. Youôll also get some great shots of the front of your 
family on the trail, instead of all those keeper shots of them walking away! 

 

5. Keep your camera with you: Iôve managed to capture a few great shots (one of them is even 
on my wall), on the way to the restroom in a campground! You can often find very photo-
worthy subjects in some of the most unlikely places, so keep your gear handy and your eyes 
open for possibilities!

The Silver Anniversary of  
    A Day In The Life Of Edmonton 
 
By Mufty Mathewson 

T wenty five years ago..........on March 7th 1985, forty five members of Images Alberta Camera 
Club blanketed the city and photographed non-stop for twenty four hours.  It was one of the 
most exciting projects ever undertaken by our club.  

Carousel Photographics, now Technicare, offered to process one roll of slides, (36 exposures) for 
each of the participants.  Some members started at midnight and went through the whole night and 
kept on going for the full day as well. I donôt remember what everyone else did but my own day began 
at six. It was an ordinary start, getting up, making breakfast in my dressing gown in the kitchen, 
kissing my husband goodbye at the door, (camera on a tripod) and then making my bed. Then I got 
dressed and began my personal marathon for the day.  

I went to photograph Bob Arnold at CFAC, the well known morning announcer. I   photographed my 
son Bruce, working with Edmonton Telephones with their orange trucks, installing wires from a cherry 
picker and then with his co-workers on their coffee break. Then I caught Lt. Governor Helen Hunley 
going into Government House. I photographed the river valley from the Provincial Museum, and 
photographed my first grandson Kyle being fed Pablum by his mother Michele. I photographed the 
new Edmonton Space Sciences Center.  

I went to Meadowlark Mall and photographed people having coffee at a bakery, Coles Book Store, 
people in the drug store and at the Safeway checkout counter. I got kids coming from school for lunch 
and some of the fashions in the store windows. Then I went to a ballet school for little girls, capturing 
them sitting in a circle, pointing their toes as they stood in a line in their little blue ballet outfits and 
tiny ballet shoes.   

Later in the afternoon, I went to the Recreation Department at the Lynwood Hospital where my 
daughter Wendy was working. I captured three elderly women in wheelchairs all sitting under the 
dryers in the hairdressing salon. I caught others in wheel chairs lining up to hear a concert in the 
gym, physiotherapists doing breathing exercises with a patient and cooks in the kitchen with great 
pots of potatoes being beaten with great paddles. Then I read to some of the patients and Wendy 
caught a photograph of me doing that.  

Somewhere during the day, I am sure I had lunch or supper or snacks but I did keep going. My final 
event was something I had anticipated for a long time. Elizabeth Kubler-Ross was speaking on ñLife, 
Death and Transitionò at the Kinsman Sports Center. I had pre phoned the organizing committee to 
let them know of our project and got permission to photograph this diminutive dynamic woman who 
was to speak to thousands of people that evening. I was allowed to go to the press conference 
before the event so I went really early to photograph a woman I had admired for many years. The 
highlight of my frantic day was listening to Elizabeth as she spoke to the reporters and I 
photographed her. The traffic was jammed up and down the hill as the police had no idea that the 
people would turn out in the hundreds to hear this remarkable woman so the traffic jam was 
monumental. A great photograph!  

The crowds came in wheel chairs, scooters, crutches, walkers and on foot. They were mostly elderly 
but a smattering of young people dealing with the issue of impending death. There were lots of  
family members. There was an interpreter for sign language for people with hearing impairment. The 
event went on close to eleven oôclock.  I photographed and photographed. I think I used ten films in 
the day. Ten times thirty six!  Three hundred and thirty six pictures in one day. Wow! My day was 
over. I was done, as were the fifty other members of the club, each with their own stories of the day.  

After the event, the photographers were asked to submit only their best to the committee. They got 
together for a couple of sessions and looked at the more than fourteen hundred ñgoodò slides we had 
shot that day. It was decided to make a slide show with the very best of the day and began the 
terrible task of eliminating and editing. We decided on a four tray show, eighty slides each, so we 
needed to pare down to only three hundred and twenty slides.  

Eventually it happened. Then we needed someone to show the show to all the people who 
expressed interest in it during the preparation and shooting. Gerry Horne became the fabulous 
ambassador who showed the show about thirty five times the following year carting with him two 
Ektagraphic projectors and a fade dissolve system to set up with a screen and sound system.

Next time you have a moment at coffee time, visit with Steve who will be busy setting up the projectors 
or making the speakers feel easy that he has the equipment in control. Heôs a neat guy and one of the 
silent contributing members.

Sheila joined Images Alberta Camera Club in 1991. After taking some courses at NAIT, she was so 
enamoured with the black and white printing process that she had a basement dark room before the 
year was out. She came to Images and says, ñI sat in the back row for the first year sure that I would 
never be able to make prints like the ones I saw.

She liked the people she met and saw how much fun they were having. She enjoyed the work of Daryl 
Benson, Larry Louie, Darwin Wiggitt, Bill Hogg, Sheila Neilson, Dave Rudisuela, Mark and Leslie 
Degner. She loved the outings and getting to know people on a different level. She jumped right in and 
became Membership Chair the following year, a position she held until last year. This job enabled her 
to meet and greet all the new members.
