Explore Albertaôs Unique Wilderness with AWA

F or years Alberta Wilderness Association has benefited from the support of Ray Rasmussen, 

a member of your camera club. Last year another member of your club, Mufty Mathewson 

was the inspiration behind producing a multi-season photographic portrait of the Lakeland region, 

east of Lac La Biche, with Gerry Wirun and Shirley Coulson. This year our June issue of AWAôs 

magazine Wild Lands Advocate includes articles by Fred Rushworth, Gerry, and Shirley as well as a 

stunning cover photograph from Derald Lobay. AWA greatly appreciates all of these contributions. 

If you are a member of the club who enjoys nature photography you might want to consider 

participating in one of the day-hikes and backpack trips AWA is offering this summer. Space is still 

available on day-hikes to Plateau Mountain, the Beehive Natural Area, the Whaleback, and the 

Rumsey Ecological Reserve. These day-hikes will take place from July 28th to October 2nd. Plateau 

Mountain, in southern Kananaskis Country, offers sweeping vistas and a wide diversity of plants and 

animals. The Beehive Natural Area is a protected area located along the Continental Divide in the 

eastern slopes of the Rockies. Its complex of lodgepole pine, subalpine fir, and spruce forests are 

home to a wide variety of birds as well as bears, elk, moose, and bighorn sheep. The Whaleback, 

adjacent to the Oldman River, is Albertaôs largest remaining montane wilderness. Its protection from 

petroleum exploration in the 1990s was one of the most significant conservation victories in recent 

Alberta history. The Rumsey Ecological Reserve protects the largest remaining tract of untouched 

aspen parkland in Canada and marks the transition from the Grassland Natural Region to the 

Parkland Natural Region. Space also remains on a backpack trip to Lakeland Provincial Park and 

Recreation Area.
